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What is Naw-Rúz?

Naw -Rúz means, literally, New Day. The !ÈÏâɀąɯNew Year, like the ancient Persian New 

Year, occurs on the spring equinox, which generally falls on the 21st of March. If the 

equinox falls after sunset on the 21st, then Naw -Rúz is celebrated on the 22nd, since the 

!ÈÏâɀąɯday begins at sunset. For the present, however, the celebration of Naw -Rúz is fixed 

on 21 March. In the !ÈÏâɀąɯcalendar, Naw -Rúz falls on the day of Bahá of the month of 

Bahá.

The Festival of Naw -Rúz marks the end of the month of fasting and is a joyous time of 

celebration. It is a !ÈÏâɀąɯHoly Day on which work is to be suspended .

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Interpretation and Legislation

The legislation enacted by the Universal House of Justice is different from

it states what must be done in cases where the revealed Text or its authoritative 

interpretation is not explicit. It is, therefore, on quite a different level from the Sacred 

Text, and the Universal House of justice is empowered to abrogate or amend its own 

legislation whenever it judges the conditions make this desirable.

travel to Haifa, Israel to elect the Universal House of Justice.
