The Mormon Church, The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints, has its origins in the
visions of Joseph Smith... "a religious teacher sensitive to the spiritual currents flowing in th
early 19th century." Beginning in 1820, Joseph Smith claimed to have experienced a series
heavenly visions in which he was informed that all existing churches were in error, that the
true Gospel had been lost anldat he was being given the task of preparing people to
recognize the immanent coming of the "Son of Man"... the return of Christ.

On December 25th, 1832, Joseph Smith first prophesied that the American civil war, which was
fought over the "slave question", will begin in "South Carolina."

The civil war began in South Carolina in the year 1866."slave question" was crystallized in

1863 when President Abraham Lincoln signed the 'Emancipation Proclamation' freeing the slaves.
Notice that Joseph Smith foretold these events over thirty years before they happened. And this is
not even the most important part of this prophecy. Joseph Smith was just setting the stage for what
could be one of the most significant events in human history.

Joseph Smith predicted th#te "coming of the Son of Man" would become a reality shortly after

the beginning of the civil war.

This
prophecy is self evident. The Son of Man will appear in exactly the same way that all of the other
Prophets or "Manifestations of God" have appeared throughout history.
